5-13-8: PERMITS FOR TEMPORARY SIGNS:

A. No temporary sign, except those enumerated in section 5-13-14 of this chapter, shall be placed or
erected until a permit therefor shall have been issued by the village clerk. A temporary sign permit
shall entitle the holder thereof to display such sign for the time period specified therein. No
temporary sign, including signs for political candidates, shall be permitted or placed in a public
right of way. (Ord. 1998-1, 1-13-1998; amd. Ord. 1999-27, 11-9-1999).

*(Public Right of Way is the space between the street and sidewalk. Inside the sidewalk
to the residents or business is private and signs should be placed there)
